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When is the best time to go Heli-Skiing?

The Heli-Ski season starts 1 July, and continues through to
September 30. The earlier part of the season has colder, clearer
conditions while the latter part of the season usually enjoys a
great snow base and ongoing snowfalls.

Do I need powder skis/board?

Specialty powder skis and snowboards make your Heli-Day that
much more enjoyable. If you don't have your own equipment -
hiring is a popular option and easily co-ordinated. Our staff can
arrange the pick-up and drop-off of your hire equipment.

How long are the runs?

Run length varies depending on terrain and conditions
(the average run would measure approximately 600 to 700
vertical metres).
